1966, he went to Thailand to practice meditation
before ordaining as a monk in 1967. . He later took
dependence from Luang Por Chah, a deeply
respected Thai monk and remained under his
close guidance for ten years.

In 1975, Ajahn Sumedho, established Wat Pah
Nanachat, International Forest Monastery for the
training of Western monks.

He is currently the abbot at Amaravati Buddhist
Monastery in Hertfordshire, UK.

Ajahn Cattamalo is the senior monk at Muttodaya
Monastery, Germany. He was ordained in the Wat
Nong Pa Pong tradition of Venerable Ajahn Chah,
N.E. Thailand in the year 1988. He spent 7 years in
various monasteries throughout Thailand practising
and studying with different meditation teachers of
the forest tradition. For 13 years he lived at
Bodhinyana Monastery in Perth, Australia .
